	Other subjects
To support the teaching working with keyworker children, we have split the subjects up and suggested days that they could be completed on.  You do not have to stick with it, but if your child is attending Stanton as a keyworker child, this would support the staff.

	Monday
Geography: Research the Himeji Castle.  Where in the world is it?  Why was it built?  What was it for?  What are its longitude and latitude?   What hemisphere is it in, Northern or Southern?  How far away is it from the equator?  How far away is it from the arctic and Antarctic circles?

	
	Tuesday
French: As-tu un animal?  As-tu un animal?  Last week you practiced saying ‘I have a ___, that is called ___’ in French.  This week, practice ‘Je ne pas de…’  I don’t have a…  For example ‘Je n’ai pas de chat.’  You may have practiced this last term.  Remember, when we say we don’t have something, we change the article from un/une/les  to de or if it was l’ (l’oiseau) to d’ (d’oiseau).  Practice this a few times, then try joining two sentences with the French for ‘but’, which is ‘mais’.  For example; ‘J’ai un chien, qui s’appelle Beck mais je n’ai pas d’oiseau.’

PSHE: Similarities and differences: Religious views - What do you believe the purpose of religion is. If you are struggling to come up with an answer to this question, think about why religion is a part of someone’s life and what makes a Christian a Christian, a Muslim a Muslim.  Discuss your answers with an adult.  Research Christianity, Judaism and Sikhism.  Find out the answers to these three questions: Is light important in this religion? Why?  What is this religion’s view on the afterlife?   Are there any common themes between these religions?  Are there similarities or are all the religious views on the one subject different?  Why? How?  Are there other similarities between religions and their      practices? Why do you think this is?  What does the word ‘discriminate’ mean?  How are people sometimes discriminated against because of their religion?  Is this right?

	
	Wednesday
Science: Scientists like to group things. Materials can be grouped. Examine the items you have discovered over the last two weeks and think about ways that you could group them. Common materials used to make many things include: metals, wood, plastic, cloth, leather, paper and card.  Sort your items into groups depending on what they are made from. Record your results. You could create a ‘Grouping Materials’ booklet or mobile (made from wire coat hangers) and add words, pictures, examples etc. for an at home display.

Physical Development:  Play outside a much as possible please!  Athletics – skipping 100m.  How fast can you do it in?  Can you improve your time?

Art: Research different French artists.  Which is your favourite artist and why?  Which is your favourite painting? Can you create your own painting in that style? NOTE TO PARENTS: many French artists painted nudes, so please monitor what your child is researching and looking at.  You may wish to select some paintings for your child to look at once they have chosen some artists.
